The Frail Force of Voodoo

Voodoo-dominated Benin
opening to message of Christ

“...Followers of voodoo were freed of de-
monic influences affecting their minds
and bodies, Bonnke said.

Believers in the dark religion seek to
communicate with spirits through pagan
rituals and can become possessed,
causing physical sickness and mental
torment, he said. "Escape from its
serpent-like coils is impossible, except
by the power of the Gospel."...

Demonstrations of God’s protective
power have convinced many to become
Christians. Voodoo believers threatened
to kill members of a Christian church in
a southwestern village, Roman said.
About 15 men came into the church with
machetes on a Sunday morning and
warned the worshipers not to return.
The men gathered outside the church
the next Sunday but wouldn’t come near
It.

"They said large, muscular men in
white robes were guarding the build-
ing," Roman said. "l believe they were
angels.”

..Voodoo worshipers are in awe of a
Christian church in Akpome. Local voo-
doo followers donated land to Christian
workers for the church, but intentionally
put idols on the property to prevent them
from building. Christian workers cut
down the idols and built the church to
the astonishment of the villagers, Baptist
Press reported.

...When an indigenous Christian evan-
gelist in the village refused to participate
in voodoo rituals, witch doctors at-
tempted to put a curse on him but
failed, and one of the witch doctors mys-
teriously died a few days later. When
the others asked the worker where his
power came from, he told them it came
from Jesus Christ. "We need to know
more about this Jesus," they said.

A three-day outreach is taking place in
one of the world's centers of voodoo.
Indigenous evangelistic teams are being as-
sisted by workers from Youth With A
Mission’s Mercy Ship in Zougbodji, Benin, in
West Africa Dec. 27-29, according to
Intercessors for America.

...The area is the location of a former
slave port with its infamous "tree of no re-
turn,” and is a world center for voodoo.
Zoubodji tribal chiefs have not permitted
evangelism or any church-planting activity,
but a spiritual breakthrough occurred re-
cently and "prayer centers" and outreaches
have been welcomed by the chiefs,
Intercessors for America reported.

...Christian evangelists are seizing
the opportunity to "preach the love of
Jesus," as African Christians say. A 75-
year-old voodoo sorceress who had
cursed a number of individuals was re-
cently brought to faith in Christ and ex-
perienced a wonderful deliverance,
according to Intercessors.

Shad Williams, a Southern Baptist evan-
gelist, preached in the outreach, hosted
by churches in Port de Paix July 5-9,
according to Williams' ministry.

...The 2,000 counselors were over-
worked as more than 75 percent of the
audience at each service indicated deci-
sions to become Christians, Williams
said. Crowds totaled 7,500, and 5,400
professed faith in Christ, he said.

...Williams said he "made it very clear that
we were asking for first time decisions," and
people continued to surge forward seeking
prayer and counseling. People are desper-
ate for good news in Haiti, where poverty
and disease are rampant, he said.

Voodoo has been proclaimed the national
religion and many Christian churches mix
pagan practices, according to news reports.
